MOVED That the following policies are maintained or amended:
1. Maintain the change from a 28-day to 21-day loan period.
2. Maintain the change from a 28-day renewal to a 21-day renewal, but amend the number of possible renewals from

1 to 2 for regular print books with no holds.
3. Maintain fine increases:

a. holds not picked up from $1.00 to $2.00
b. adult fines from $0.25 to $0.50
c. young adult fines from $0.10 to $0.25.

4. Maintain lowering the threshold at which fines must be paid from $10.00 to $5.00.
5. Maintain reduced Monday open hours at the Ironwood, Steveston and Cambie branches at 10:00 am to 5:00 pm

(evening closure).
6. Amend reduced Friday hours at the Ironwood, Steveston and Cambie branches from 2:00 pm to 9:00 pm (morning

closure) to 10:00 am to 5:00 pm (evening closure).
7. Amend the borrowing limits for books from 10 items to 20 items per category.
8. Amend the overall borrowing limit per card from 25 items to 30 items.
